TheFirst Report of the Genus and Species of the Whitefly, Aleuromarginatus tephrosiae
(Hem.: Aleyrodidae), from Iran

Whitefly specimens collected on Prosopis spicigera (Fabaceae) by Eng. Masoumeh
Moghaddam dated 12. 1l. 2000 in Zaboli, Iranshahr, Sistan and Baluchestan province were
identified as follows:

- Aleuromar ginatus tephrosiae Corbett (Hem.: Aleyrodidae: Aleyrodinae)

This whitefly, which the genus and species is newly recorded from Iran, is the type-
species and has been reported from Congo, Nigeria, Zaire, Sierra Leone, India, Ivory Coast
and Chad. It is worth mentioning that all described species of this genus have hitherto been
recorded from Fabaceae.

Aleuromarginatus Corbett may be distinguished from the other genera by the following
charactersof the pupal case: margin crenulate, the teeth usually fine with glandular structures
at their bases; this structure has sometimes been described as "a double raw of teeth”. Dorsal
disc with 11 cephalothoracic and 10 abdomina pairs of short similar setae (including the
caudal, eighth abdominal, first abdominal and cephalic setae). Vasiform orifice cordate;
operculum only occupying anterior half of orifice.
