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Report of Liothrips pragensis
(Thysanoptera: Phlaeothripidae) from Iran

In the course of investigating Thysanopteran fauna in Fars province in 2080-200¢, a
species of Tubuiifera suborder and-Phalacothripidae family was collected on mountain
almond, Amygdalus scoparia;, oak, Quercus brantii and Jerusalem sage, Phlomis sp., which
later identified as Linthrips pragensis Uzel.

This genus with about 230 species, i3 one of the largest genera in Thysanoptera, ﬁThey
mainly fced on green leaves, causing leaf distortion and curlying, Some are considered as
pests, while others have shown potential in weed hiclogical control.

In this specics the body length is a bout 2.5-mm, the head length is more than 1.2 times of
its width, The antenna is 8-segmented with the first one black and the rest pale. Forewings are
hyaline. All tibiac and tarsi are Ct_;_mplele]y yellow. Apical tube of the abdoment, the

ovipositor, dark and sharter than the head. Body setae are blunt,
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
