Emendation of the Scientific Name of Iranian Gaz Psyllid

A species of Psyllid feeds on Astargaius adscendens i a number of Gavan-growing areas
of Esfahan, Charmahal va bakhtiari, Lorestan and Kobkilov-e va Boyerabhmad P‘mviﬁccs.
Manna- like substance secreted by this insect is a sugary component as Gas — Angabin which
is a by — product of rangelands with vast use in candy and cookie producis as well as a
medical use. The inseclts have so far cited as Cyvamophila dicera Loginova in various
publications. The first tecord in Iran have been made by Nacem & Behdad in 1988. [n spite of
Burckhardt and Lanterer article published in 1993 that mentioned all psyllids collected in
various provinces on Astragaflus adscendens are . astragalicola (Gegechkori) and
mentioned “that both O dicora and C. astragaficola oted by Naeem & Behdad are

astragalicola, the name C. dicora has been vastly used in many books, articles and student

theses in Iran. In order to clarify the ambiguity, the idea of Dr. Burckhardt on occurrence of

C. dicora in Iran was requested. He confirmed only the collection and record of C

astragalicola from Iran {Burckhardt, 2003),
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
