The .First Record of Dynaspidiotus tener (Bazarov & Schmelev) (Hom.: Diaspididae)
in Iran

Dynaspidiotus tener (Bazarov & Schmelev, 1967) collected on the branches of Ephedra
sp. From Golestan National Park, is recorded for the first time from Iran. Morphologically,
the species is very similar to D. ephedrarum (Lindinger) formerly reported from Iran, but
differs in cases: First, the scale in former is circular and bright gray, while the latter is broad
oval or circular and white, Second, D. fener passesses up to 10 dorsa! ducts on prepygidium
rather than 20-30 ones in D. ephedrarum. Third, D. tener lacks the plates laterai to third lobe.

The species has been reported from Tajikestan and West Pamir as well.
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
